And the roll call of exceptional ladies from the Australian
music scene confinues with Melburnian songstress Vanessa Amorosi on board to
grace the stage at this year's ARIAs. Amorosi has recently achieved her very first
number one ARIA chart single “This is Who | Am”, from her brand new album
Hazardous.

One of the country’'s most loved singers, Guy Sebastian will also appear at the event.
His recently released single from the album of the same name, “Like It Like That” has
given the pop hero his fourth number one single in Australia whilst the album has
ensured Guy his fifth consecutive top 10 album result.
