DAN SULTAN, THE WIGGLES AND PAUL KELLY TRIBUTE ALBUM TAKE HOME THE PRIZES 
 

Sydney, Australia – Under Total Embargo Until 7.30pm AEDST, Tuesday, 2 November, 2010 
 
In night two of the unique five night stand to reveal the winners of the ARIA Awards, recipients of three more 
genre Award categories were announced in Sydney tonight. With three Awards presented last night (to 
Parkway Drive, Djan Djan and the Sound Relief DVD) this roll out of „Genre‟ Awards is an intriguing lead up 
to the 2010 ARIA Awards (broadcast on Network Ten at 8.30pm on Sunday, 7 November). 
 
The winners in the next three ARIA Award genre categories to be announced were BEST BLUES AND ROOTS 
ALBUM, BEST CHILDREN’S ALBUM and BEST ORIGINAL SOUNDTRACK/CAST/SHOW ALBUM. The 
announcement was made in Sydney‟s Royal Botanic Gardens at the ITUNES LIVE: ARIA AWARDS CONCERT 
SERIES 2010 headlined by rising star Washington (and special guest Boy & Bear). 
 
Soul, roots rock 'n' roll singer / songwriter DAN SULTAN has beaten off some serious competition to take out 
the award for BEST BLUES AND ROOTS ALBUM for his album Get Out While You Can. With a voice that is 
simultaneously sweet and rough, the highly acclaimed second album is an electrifying romp through 
rockabilly, blues, soul, country and swing. With powerhouse performances reputed to be amongst the most 
talked about shows in the country, DAN SULTAN continues to shine as the music industry continues to take a 
keen interest in the progress of this man and his band. 

THE WIGGLES, the fab four of the kids‟ entertainment world, have received the Award in the category of 

BEST CHILDREN’S ALBUM for Let’s Eat! The band continues to break records, making ARIA Awards‟ history 

with their 9th win in this category! Celebrating their 19th year in 2010, THE WIGGLES are children's 

entertainers that have rewritten the book about how children can be entertained with song and dance.  

 
The tribute to widely respected Australian troubadour Paul Kelly has received the ARIA Award for BEST 
ORIGINAL SOUNDTRACK/CAST/SHOW ALBUM. Various – Before Too Long: Triple J’s Tribute to Paul Kelly 
celebrates the words and songs of an artist that has consistently excelled and inspired. 2009 marked the 30th 
anniversary of the recording career of one of our true music greats and national youth radio network triple j 
assembled a veritable all-star collection of Australian artists to pay tribute to a legend. Long considered one 
of this country‟s best singer-songwriters and a master storyteller, the album features some of Paul Kelly‟s 
finest songs. 
 
ARIA (Australian Recording Industry Association) heartily congratulates the winners in the above ARIA 
Award genre categories. 
 
Wednesday, 3 November will see the announcement of three further ARIA Awards in the genre categories of 
BEST JAZZ ALBUM, BEST DANCE RELEASE and BEST URBAN ALBUM.
