CROWDED HOUSE AND PAUL DYER & THE AUSTRALIAN BRANDENBURG ORCHESTRA ALSO 

TAKE HOME ARIA AWARDS 
 

Sydney, Australia – Under Total Embargo Until 7.30pm AEDST, Thursday, 4 November, 2010 
 
ARIA (Australian Recording Industry Association) is proud to return with details of night four in the rolling 
presentation of the sixteen ARIA „Genre‟ Award categories. Already announced have been winners in the 
categories of Best Blues & Roots Album, Best Children’s Album, Best Original Soundtrack/Cast/Show, Best 
Hard Rock/ Heavy Metal Album, Best Music DVD, Best World Music Album and last night‟s presentation of 
Best Jazz Album, Best Urban Album and Best Dance Release. 
 
Multiple ARIA nominated artist SIA (with special guest Sally Seltmann) performed at the iTunes Live: ARIA 
Awards Concert Series 2010 residency at Sydney‟s Royal Botanic Gardens where the winners in the 
categories of BEST COUNTRY ALBUM, BEST ADULT CONTEMPORARY ALBUM, BEST COMEDY RELEASE and 
BEST CLASSICAL ALBUM were announced. 
 
Winning their first ever ARIA Award in the category of BEST COUNTRY ALBUM is sister trio THE 
McCLYMONTS for their album Wrapped Up Good. With their exquisite three-part harmonies, soaring vocals 
and stunning onstage presence, it‟s not surprising that THE McCLYMONTS have taken the Australian music 
scene‟s collective breath away. Recorded in Nashville, the album has harnessed the talents of Taylor Swift‟s 
producer, Nathan Chapman. Wrapped Up Good soared to the No. 2 position on the ARIA charts cementing 
their position as the urban-savvy darlings of Australian „New Country‟.   
 
With their sixth album, Intriguer, CROWDED HOUSE have won the ARIA Award for BEST ADULT 
CONTEMPORARY ALBUM. Their first album since reuniting to record Time On Earth a few years back, 
Intriguer rocketed straight to the No. 1 position on the ARIA Album chart. With leader Neil Finn's carefully 
crafted songs, meticulous eye for lyrical detail and gift for melody, CROWDED HOUSE continue to record 
some of the best pop music on the planet. 
 
The Blow Parade, the comedy brainchild of The Chaser’s CHRIS TAYLOR & ANDREW HANSEN and triple j’s 
CRAIG SCHUFTAN, has taken out the ARIA Award for BEST COMEDY RELEASE. The release features Captain 
Blow as he looks back on a vintage year from the golden age of pop, and takes us behind the scenes of the 
making of a classic album (none of which actually exist!). Put together by some of the genius, satirical minds 
ever to emerge out of Australia, this brilliant mockumentary series (which aired on youth radio network 
triple j) takes the mickey out of music industry mythology, music journalism and syndicated golden-oldies 
radio.  
 
Winners in the same category in 2009, PAUL DYER and THE AUSTRALIAN BRANDENBURG ORCHESTRA have 
backed up to receive the ARIA Award for Tapas – Taste Of The Baroque in the category of BEST CLASSICAL 
ALBUM. A veritable tasting plate of gorgeous music, the album is a spicy 17th-century mix from Southern 
Europe, inspired by songs and dances of love, fire, beauty and freedom. Five time ARIA Award winners in 
this category, they bring earthy improvisations and an adventurous spirit to the Baroque in this beautiful 
album.

Friday, 5 November will see the announcement of the final three ARIA Awards in the genre categories 
of Best Pop Release, Best Rock Album and Best Adult Alternative Album.  
  
It has also been announced that to help wrap up the final night of the iTunes Live: ARIA Awards Concert 
Series 2010, John Butler will be returning for a double headline bill with brother and sister ANGUS & JULIA 
STONE, with special guest, Old Man River.  Doors open at 5.30pm and there will be additional tickets 
available on the door on the night. 
 
The 2010 ARIA Awards will be broadcast on Network Ten at 8.30pm on Sunday, 7 November.

In what will be a spectacular night of entertainment, the 2010 ARIA Awards will be hosted by NATALIE 
BASSINGTHWAIGHTE and DYLAN LEWIS. In their last ever live television performance, POWDERFINGER will 
share the 2010 ARIA Awards performance stage with DAN SULTAN, GUY SEBASTIAN, ANGUS & JULIA 
STONE, JOHN BUTLER TRIO, SIA, WASHINGTON and BIRDS OF TOKYO. Actor ERIC STONESTREET (from the 
smash hit Network Ten comedy Modern Family), Silverchair‟s CHRIS JOANNOU, OPERATOR PLEASE, RICKI 
LEE, STAN WALKER, PHIL JAMIESON, JESSICA MAUBOY, CLARE BOWDITCH, JASON DERULO, TIM ROGERS, 
BOB KATTER (Independent Member for Kennedy) ANDREW HANSEN and JULIAN MORROW from THE 
CHASER, KASEY CHAMBERS, FUZZY, MYF WARHURST, JAMES MATHISON, AXLE WHITEHEAD, RONAN 
KEATING, YUMI STYNES, GEOFF HUEGILL, KELSEY MARTINOVICH, LARA BINGLE, MTV’s RUBY ROSE and 
DARREN McMULLEN and CARMEN ELECTRA round out the 2010 cast to take on presenting duties on the 
night.
