THE IDEA OF NORTH, JAMES MORRISON, YOLANDA BE COOL AND DCUP 

AND M-PHAZES WIN TONIGHT’S ARIA AWARDS’ SWAG 
 
Sydney, Australia – Under Total Embargo Until 7.30pm AEDST, Wednesday, 3 November, 2010 
 
The lead-up to the 2010 ARIA Awards (Sunday 7 November at Sydney Opera House) continues in style with 
night three (of five) in the rolling presentation of the ARIA „Genre‟ Award categories. Already announced 
have been winners in the categories of BEST BLUES & ROOTS ALBUM, BEST CHILDREN’S ALBUM, BEST 
ORIGINAL SOUNDTRACK/CAST/SHOW ALBUM, BEST HARD ROCK/ HEAVY METAL ALBUM, BEST MUSIC DVD 
and BEST WORLD MUSIC ALBUM. 
 
Now ARIA (Australian Recording Industry Association) is proud to announce the winners in the next three 
ARIA Award „Genre‟ categories - BEST JAZZ ALBUM, BEST DANCE RELEASE and BEST URBAN ALBUM. With a 
headline performance by ARIA nominated artist Guy Sebastian (with special guests Amy Meredith), winners 
were announced at the iTunes Live: ARIA Awards Concert Series 2010 residency at Sydney‟s Royal Botanic 
Gardens tonight. 
 
The collaboration between jazz legend JAMES MORRISON and world-class a cappella ensemble THE IDEA OF 
NORTH has proven to be a winner with their album Feels Like Spring taking out the ARIA Award for BEST 
JAZZ ALBUM. With their first ARIA Award win, THE IDEA OF NORTH is a quartet of musicians and their 
voices are their instruments: soprano, alto, tenor and bass, with a bit of vocal percussion thrown in. Trumpet 
virtuoso, composer JAMES MORRISON also wins his first ever ARIA Award. This partnership has proved a 
match made in heaven, defying the odds of just how far a jazz-based album from Australia can go. 
 
Winning their maiden ARIA Award in the category of BEST DANCE RELEASE is YOLANDA BE COOL AND DCUP 
for We No Speak Americano – a massive club hit built around a great sample from an old Italian language hit 
from the 1950‟s. Yolanda Be Cool is an Australian band made up of Sylvester Martinez and Johnson Peterson. 
They collaborated with Australian producer DCUP (real name Duncan MacLennan) to release the song that has 
gone on to be a worldwide dance hit. Bravo! 
 
Also winning his first ever ARIA Award in the category of BEST URBAN ALBUM is M-PHAZES for the album 
Good Gracious. Renowned for his ability to craft the perfect beat, his global pedigree is reflected by praise 
from his peers with an ever-growing list of artists seeking his sound for the backbone to their flow. After two 
years of countless studio hours, the album has been called his artistic triumph, reaching the ARIA Top 20 to 
boot.  
 
ARIA (Australian Recording Industry Association) warmly congratulates the winners in the above ARIA 
Award genre categories. 
 
Thursday, 4 November will see the announcement of four further ARIA Awards in the genre categories of 
BEST COUNTRY ALBUM, BEST ADULT CONTEMPORARY ALBUM, BEST COMEDY RELEASE and BEST 
CLASSICAL ALBUM. 
 
In what will be a spectacular night of entertainment, the 2010 ARIA Awards will be hosted by NATALIE 
BASSINGTHWAIGHTE and DYLAN LEWIS. In their last ever live television performance, POWDERFINGER will 
share the 2010 ARIA Awards performance stage with DAN SULTAN, GUY SEBASTIAN, ANGUS & JULIA 
STONE, JOHN BUTLER TRIO, SIA, WASHINGTON and BIRDS OF TOKYO. Actor ERIC STONESTREET (from the

LEE, STAN WALKER, PHIL JAMIESON, JESSICA MAUBOY, CLARE BOWDITCH, JASON DERULO, TIM ROGERS, 
BOB KATTER (Independent Member for Kennedy) ANDREW HANSEN and JULIAN MORROW from THE 
CHASER, KASEY CHAMBERS, FUZZY, MYF WARHURST, JAMES MATHISON, AXLE WHITEHEAD, RONAN 
KEATING, YUMI STYNES, GEOFF HUEGILL, KELSEY MARTINOVICH, LARA BINGLE, MTV’s RUBY ROSE and 
DARREN McMULLEN and CARMEN ELECTRA round out the 2010 cast to take on presenting duties on the 
night.
